The Childrenõs 

Home offers residential care, 

independent and transitional 

living, foster care and adoption 

suppor t  se rv i ces ,  fami ly 

preservation services and 

counseling.  

The Childrenõs Home main 

campus sits on 99 -acres in 

Decatur. They have home -like 

cottages for residential group 

care for youth, studio -style 

apartments for independent 

living for older youth in the foster 

care system, and eight fully -

furnished apartments for short -

term family housing. In addition, 

there is an activities building, a 

low ropes course, a volleyball 

court, a soccer field, a pool, and 

the historic Moore Chapel. The 

Childrenõs Home also has 

locations in Augusta, Gainesville, 

Dalton, and Rome.

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Giving Expenses Line of Credit Balance

Line of Credit Renewal  

On February 7, the Administrative Council unani-

mously approved a recommendation from the Fi-

nance Committee that the churchõs Line of Credit 

(òLOCó) be extended for a one-year period.  The 

LOC will expire in March 2011.  This action did not 

increase the churchõs debt nor increase the amount 

of funds that the church could borrow.  The Finance 

Committee has used the LOC over the past three 

years as a tool to bridge gaps in our revenue 

against our monthly expenses when giving has his-

torically been lower, i.e., August. The church has 

paid down the credit line in any month where our 

cash flow has been good.  

The Finance Committee is committed to explore 

alternatives to maintaining the LOC beyond 2011.  

The first option is to pay off the debt through in-

creased giving or via a capital campaign.  We are 

also looking into converting the LOC into a fixed -

rate loan to take advantage of the current low in-

terest rates.

January 2010 contributions were $64,967.35 and 

expenses were $60,380.80, resulting in a net income 

of $4,586.55. The Line of Credit (LOC) balance for 

January 31, 2010 remains at $117,800. The LOC has 

been extended  for one year beyond the February 

10, 2010 expiration date, by vote of the 

Administrative Council. Also, the Stewardship 

campaign is progressing and we expect to have a 

2010 budget by the end of March timeline that was 

agreed upon. Until the 2010 budget is final, we are 

carrying the 2009 targets forward as a point of 

comparison in our financial dashboard.  Please 

continue to prayerfully reflect on your giving level, 

and turn in your pledge or revised pledge as God 

leads you for the wonderful missions  here at Embry 

Hills United Methodist Church. We appreciate your 

active role in the missions and the love and 

resources you choose to share.
